If you want to incorporate any special
tricks during the photo shoot, be sure to
practice those, too.






¥ What to feed your dog before a shoot

~ Try not to feed your dog just before your session - if your dog is a little hungry, she or he is
more likely to be alert and willing to focus. Otherwise you may end up with a sluggish dog who
just wants to curl up for a nap. If you don't feed your dog first, a food-motivated dog is more
likely to respond to treats.

Prepare some tasty special treat for your dog for this occasion - if your dog has got a food
allergy - make sure you bring treats they can eat.

@ If you are being photographed with your dog

~Try to wear colours that compliment your dog.

~Try to avoid really strong patterns and logos and mixing darks and lights - block colours
and pastels work well. Ideally wear similar tones top & bottom.

~|f using darker colours block colours -black, royal blue, burgundy or hunter green - work
well. For lighter colours - white and pastels - try to choose outfits with less tham 3 colours
all together.

~Choose tops with sleeves (at least eloow lenght) - your arm takes up more skin area than
your fce and will draw attention.
